SAMPLE AGREEMENT #1
BRANDED ENTERTAINMENT PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT 

AGREEMENT BETWEEN A NETWORK X AND PRODUCTION COMPANY
(PRODUCTION CO HAS ALREADY BEEN ENGAGED BY AGENCY X WITH THE BRAND X TO PARTICIPATE)

Re: Working Title
Business and conceptual points with respect to the project entitled XXX as a deal term sheet together for both parties to sign.

1. Program length. # of EPS and Length 
2. Air date. Can be approximate
3. Program Content Idea. This is a paragraph to describe the idea in case a pilot has not been produced. If there is a presentation describing the idea in detail, it can be used as an attachment for this binding document
4. Main Responsibilities. PROD CO will create the XXX show development which will include the creation of a show bible. This bible will include: development of the content, episode treatments, program flow, directives on ideal demographic targets, branded integration concepts and securing of the principal Branded Entertainment client.
5. Branded Entertainment Client. Client X has already signed on with a commitment to Network X thru AGENCY X. This commitment is contingent upon signature of this agreement. 
6. Talent. PROD CO will cooperate in securing a deal with a major record, management label, publisher (these are examples in case top talent is needed) to provide a top celebrity for the show. There will be a $XX line item in the show budget to cover the cost of having top name talent appear on the show and all transactional costs related thereto including negotiations and legal work to secure such talent. Any unused funds will be reimbursed to Network X.
7. Ownership. PROD CO will own the show concept and provide license to Network X. 
8. Compensation. PROD CO will receive a $XXX flat fee for fulfillment of all of its responsibilities.
9. Payment terms. Network X shall pay 50%, $XX, promptly following execution of this agreement. $XX with the first delivery of materials related to the bible and the remaining balance payable upon delivery of the final material to Network X of the show bible. Approvals will also be given regularly by the Branded Entertainment Client X. (Attach approval schedule)
10. Branded Entertainment. PROD CO will be responsible to create the ideas for Brand’s X product(s) and branded content ideas with client X and will collaborate in creating organic content extensions to be utilized by client X, including without limitation, mobisodes, webisodes, texting ideas, contests, mobile downloads, ringtones and other social media related activities.
11. Non-Circumvention agreement. Network X agrees that the concept for this show belongs 100% to PROD CO and agrees that it will not circumvent PROD CO in terms of approaching either Sprint Nextel or any of the major labels to develop this show concept.
12. Confidentiality Clause. Here the standard form of confidentiality language can be included where both parties agree to keep the concept private. PROD CO may also be asked to keep confidential all information related to Network’s activities.
13. Independent Contractor. This is a clause where it clarifies the nature of the relationship and the PROD CO does not function as an agency or regular employee of Network X.

14. Representation and Warranties & Indemnification. Standard template here for representations made by each party. Each party can indemnify the other party on this clause.

15. Sole Obligation. Under this clause Network X can explicitly indicate obligation or no obligation to produce the program once the show bible has been concluded and delivered as required.

16. Assignment. Language in this clause may vary. Network X may keep the rights to assign this deal to another entity. It may also decline the assignment of Prod Co’s responsibilities to a third party. 

17. Notices. This relates to all communication required or permitted under this agreement. The names and addresses of the contracting parties must be disclosed below. The notices must be in writing.

18. Governing Law & Arbitration. Standard language acknowledging which is the governing state for the entire agreement. This clause can also be used to include the use of arbitration in case there are any disputes or claims where they can first be brought up to an entertainment law arbitrator. 
19. Entire Agreement. This agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties with respect to the subject matter and supersedes all prior negotiations, understandings, and negotiations between Network X and PROD CO.
